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Greetings to all.  I hope everyone is managing well in spite of gasoline prices that 
take all the fun out of driving anywhere.   Remember that bicycle you put back in 
the corner of the garage?   Might be a good idea to bring it out, dust it off and oil 
that chain. 
 
I am reporting to you that mosquito spraying has begun.  I will also tell you that 
the Board voted to continue our contract with Firestone for regular weekly sprays.  
That the Board passed the measure in spite of some opposition, I realize, will make 
some people irate.   Personally, I can tell you that I voted against the motion 
because I thought that a reduction would be worth a try.   I can also tell you that a 
few others voted against the measure as well.   It was, however, not enough to 
sway the majority.    The time of application is approximately 12 midnight – 2 a.m. 
(late Friday night /early Saturday morning).   Certainly, very few of us are jogging 
or playing with children in the yard at that time. 
 
We have been working for over a year to bring one committee—Deed 
Restrictions—back to life.   The Committee is chaired by Ben LaGrone.   We have 
hired Bob Harrison as the new Deed Restrictions Delegate who will probably start 
regular patrols even before the next general meeting.   Thanks to both of these 
gentlemen for their work on the front lines with enforcement matters.     
 
There are new homes and additions being constructed throughout the 
neighborhood. In spite of the economic downturn for the entire nation, I believe 
our values are holding up well. 
 
Please take note of the announcement at the top.  Our floodplains have changed 
and City Council has enacted provisions in the Code of Ordinances which will 
affect many of you who wish to undertake repairs or remodeling on your house.   
We have secured the top people in charge of this area of city engineering to 
address the civic club on June 10th.  Be there.  These city staffers will answer your 
questions.  For those who have Internet access, you may want to spend some time 
examining Chapter 19 of the City Codes. 
 
As always, strive to offer assistance to your elderly neighbors who may have 
problems with picking up newspapers or taking out the trash.  The Golden Rule 
works and helps those with health problems to stay longer in their own homes.  Get 
to know your neighbors and work on cooperative watches for possible criminal 
activity. Best wishes to all for an enjoyable summer.  (Carpool and stay cool.)

Mr. Mark L. Loethen, P.E., City Engineer and Floodplain Administrator, will address the General 

Meeting of the Willow Meadows Civic Club on Tuesday, June 10 on the subject of Chapter 19, the city 
Chapter which regulates development in flood-prone areas.  Mr. Loethen will also discuss the recently-
revised Guidelines to Chapter 19.  The presence of Willow Waterhole Bayou in the neighborhood and the 
proximity of Brays Bayou mean that a number of properties in the subdivision are affected by Chapter 19 
and the new Guidelines.  

The City of Houston is responsible for local administration of the floodplain and floodways and now 
uses the FEMA floodplain maps which became effective on June 18, 2007. To find out if your property lies 
in the floodplain, the conveyance zone, or the floodway, consult the maps at either 
http://www.cohcdp.swmp.org/Website/ProView/viewer.htm or 
http://www.gims.houstontx.gov/viewer1.htm. 

Chapter 19, as adopted by the city in the 1980’s, allows all citizens the opportunity to obtain 
federally guaranteed flood insurance. Houston residents located both within and outside the floodplain now 
receive reductions in flood insurance premiums because of this Chapter.  Chapter 19 also promotes 
regulations for development in flood prone areas, minimizes property losses due to flooding, and protects 
public safety.   

Chapter 19 was revised in August 2006, and the city published a set of Guidelines establishing an 
operational and procedural framework for administration of the Chapter on March 19, 2007. In February of 
this year the city revised these Guidelines. Among other stipulations, the Chapter allows permits for repairs 
or reconstruction for buildings in the floodway to be issued, providing certain conditions are met.  
Expanding the building footprint or reconstruction will require the new work to be elevated 18 inches above 
the Base Flood Elevation, pier and beam construction, and completion of a conveyance analysis by an 
engineer.  Repairs over 50% of the market value will trigger Substantial Improvement Requirements.  
Consulting Chapter 19, its Guidelines, and other documents provided by the city before hearing Mr 
Loehen’s presentation will be helpful. 
 The 35-page Chapter, as revised in October 2006, is too lengthy to publish here but can be accessed 
on the internet at www.houstontx.gov.  In the Search box, type Chapter 19 and click on Go.   

You will find the new Guidelines, a 63-page document entitled Rules and Regulations for Chapter 
19 Guidelines,  at http://www.documents.publicworks.houstontx.gov/documents/flood_plain. This same 
website features a Residential Property Owner Map to Chapter 19 Requirements, which is a flow chart 
explaining  parts of Chapter 19 and its permitting process for proposed improvements in the floodplain.   
Also at the same web address, the city has answered Frequently Asked Questions: Revisions to Chapter 19, 
from which much of the information in this article is drawn. Here, too, the Floodplain Management Office 
of the Public Works and Engineering Department answers additional FAQs about floodways, conveyance 
zones, mitigation, and substantial improvements.  Some of these frequently asked questions are: 

 
·         What is the Floodway? 
·         Can I obtain a permit to repair, remodel or to make improvements to my existing home in the floodway? 
·         Can I build on my vacant lot in the Floodway? 
·         Can I rebuild my home in the Floodway? 
·         What is a Conveyance Zone? 
·         How does a Conveyance Zone affect my permit? 
·         What is a Substantial Improvement? 
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·         Who determines the market value of my structure? 
·         Do I have to dig a hole on my property to provide fill mitigation? 
·         Can I obtain a permit for general home repairs? 
·         Can I obtain a permit to construct a new home in the floodway on a lot without an existing structure? 
·         If I have never flooded, why am I included in the floodplain and floodway? 
·         Will the City pay me if the market value of my home is reduced? 

  
Because Chapter 19 and its guidelines affect what can be built or remodeled and specifies the manner of 
construction for a substantial number of properties in Willow Meadows, the topic is of obvious interest to 
neighborhood residents. 
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Take a look at this early map of the genesis of Willow Meadows. 
 

 
 
 
 
Section one began on McDermed, just north of the HL&P 
power easement.  You deed holders on McDermed should 
know this historical information.  Greenwillow was not a 
street during the early years.  One could enter the 
neighborhood only from Post Oak. Origins of the formation 
began in 1954.  The above Plat shows how the succession of 
development occurred.  This map was used to show the 
carving out of Sections 5 and 6 from the J.D. Owens Survey.  
The Meyer family was instrumental in the early development 
of WM.

On Saturday, May 17th, Mike Barrow, Jr., of Scout Troop 1509 coordinated and took part in activities by more 
than 20 volunteer youths and adults. Volunteers came from Scout Troop 1509 and the WM Security Committee 
and their families.  They had gathered to install the new Security Signs at all entrances into our neighborhood 
and to distribute magnets with WM Security Patrol emergency contact numbers and a letter explaining the Sign 
Project and offering safety tips.  We hope that these signs act as further deterrents to criminals considering 
entry into Willow Meadows to engage in their reprehensible activities.  Please read the separate article which 
more fully describes the day’s activities and enjoy the additional photo later in this article.  Words can hardly 
express our deep and genuine gratitude to these volunteers. 

Willow Meadows Crime Analysis  
As can be seen in the information on the next page, WM Security Patrol-preventable crimes have remained low 
for the past several months.  Discussions with Lt. Mike Barrow have confirmed that burglaries are reduced in 
both our neighborhood and the surrounding areas, largely as a result of increased regular HPD presence in the 
area following the nearby gang-related shootings earlier this year.  The drug-related arrests in April can be 
chalked up to the increased HPD presence in our area, where sharp-eyed HPD Officers pulled over suspicious 
looking vehicles with expired tags and found the additional materials of note.  We can only hope that this relative 
crime holiday persists into the coming summer months when criminal activities, especially burglaries, often 
increase along with the temperature. 
 

We also believe that our increased staffing and patrol shift coverage may have played a part in the suppressed 
incidences of crime and thank our residents for their generous support of the WM Security Patrol program.

This is a 
part-time position set up to patrol and note 
violations or potential violations. 
 
All violations reported should utilize the form 
appearing in the Directory or on the Website. 
Download or copy the form. Submit by mail. 
 
POLITICAL SIGNS—THE RACE IS ON! 
 
Keep in mind that Deed Restrictions require you 
to wait until 30 days before Voting Day before 
placing signs in your yard.  Signs shall not 
exceed six square feet. (2’ x 3’ max—if you do 
the math)
